[bookmark: _GoBack]In addition to getting your visitors ready to see your collection, your introduction should clarify both the name of the exhibit and your thesis. This sign will help them understand the context of each object. (Hansen, Great Exhibits, 42). A good introduction will also stealthily introduce visitors to the sections of the exhibit
